	Introduction/ Hook:  How will you introduce this strategy/skill? How will you hook the students? How will your quick introduction link past, present, and future lessons and/or learning targets?

Last week we started reading Poppleton and our learning target is: I can describe the main character (Poppleton) using evidence from the text.
Why do we want to be able to describe Poppleton? (helps us understand the character better, get to know the character and why he does something) 
When we read we want to make sure we are thinking about what we are reading and why things are happening. Just like when we are using and learning different strategies in math and we are thinking about the strategies and why people used them, when a good reader reads they want to know more about the characters in the book to help us understand what is happening in the story. 


Mini-Lesson (about 2 minutes)

	Mini-Lesson: How will you model the strategy/activity, focusing on your thinking process? How will you demonstrate successful application of the learning target and prepare students for work independent of the teacher?
I’m going to read a little of the book and I want you to watch me and think about what I’m doing before, during, and after I read to help me be a better reader.

Before you start reading review what we already know about Poppleton.

Poppleton was getting mad at Cherry Sue. I know this because she kept bothering him to come over.

Read pg. 20-23
Say: My learning target is I can describe a character using evidence from the text. So, what do I know about Poppleton now that I read those pages?  Well, he squirted Cherry Sue with water and I know that he felt really bad about squirting Cherry Sue with the hose (find pg. 22) because it says: 

He ran to get Cherry Sue a towel. “I’m sorry Cherry Sue,” said Poppleton.
Add that to the T-chart in journal
When I read this part, “You too? Said Cherry Sue. “I kept inviting you over because I didn’t know how to stop inviting you over,” she said. “I thought it might hurt your feelings.”
It made me think that Poppleton feels better about wanting to be alone sometimes because it 
When Cherry Sue said “You too?” she must mean that she likes to be alone sometimes too. I can put that in my chart.


What I know about Popppleton
Evidence from the text

Feels bad about squirting Cherry Sue
Got a towel and said sorry


Poppleton feels better about being alone
Cherry Sue said, “You too?” and likes 


to be alone sometimes, too. 
What did you see me doing?
1. Review what I know about Poppleton

2. Read
3. Think about what I know about Poppleton and what evidence tells me that from the text.


Practice / Application
(about 8 minutes)




         

	Independent Practice/Application: How will students apply the mini-lesson independently from the teacher? What formative assessment strategies will you use to check for understanding?  

Now it is your turn to try it. You are going to read the next chapter, Library. While you’re reading I want you to think about what you are finding out about Poppleton and how you know that. I might come by and ask you what you know now about Poppleton while you are reading.
Students read the chapter Library
(while students are reading check in if needed to see what they know about Poppleton, also can wander around the rest of the room and check in with other readers)

When there is about 1 minute left have students stop where they are and add one thing to their chart about Poppleton.


Share/Debrief (about 4 minutes)

	Share: Honoring student work and thinking:  How are students going to report out on the reading they have done during practice/application in response to the targets?  How will you discusss the text?

Students share with a partner what they know about Poppleton now and the evidence they used.

Possible ideas they might share:

Poppleton loves to read adventure stories because he goes to the library every Monday no matter what is happening. 

Poppleton is very prepared because he brings his eyeglasses, tissues, lip balm, pocket watch, and book mark with him to the library.
Poppleton feels happy after he reads adventure books because he walks home all dreamy from the stories.

Debrief: The power of metacognition: How will you and the students discuss reading strategies as they connect to understanding of text? (to facilitate transference and lasting understanding)
Think about the learning target: I can describe a character using evidence from the text. 

How does describing Poppleton help us understand Poppleton and how he acts better?
(We know that he is going to make sure he always gets to the library because he loves to read adventure stories there every Monday. He is always prepared.)




Word work (optional) Opportunity to provide one or two minutes of work with words.  Teaching may focus on any aspect of word solving and does not have to be related to words in the in the text that has just been read.
	If there is time students will work on contractions by playing contraction concentration. All of these students struggle with contractions and how to read them correctly.
